Director’s Note

In 2006, the British theater company, Peepolykus (pronounced “People Like Us”), 
created The Hound of the Baskervilles, a masterful parody of the 1939 film of the same 
title, itself a version of the 1902 Sherlock Holmes thriller by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. 
In the original Peepolykus production, three of the characters were the actors/creators 
themselves, adding a play-within-a-play element to the absurdity. 

Happily for us, the published version specifies that other companies performing The 
Hound of the Baskervilles use their own actors’ names and identities in performance. 
So, instead of meeting Javiar Marzan, John Nicholson and Jason Thorpe (the original 
creators) some of the “characters” you’ll meet here at the Majestic will be our own 
actors: Abuzar Farrukh, Jack Grigoli and Jay Sefton!

Actors who can joyfully embrace this fast-paced, improvisational style are key to the 
success of this madcap spoof—so I feel so lucky to be working with this trio of skillful 
comedians who make the play their own. As an example of using the people we have 
in the room, our Sherlock Holmes, played by Abuzar Farrukh, who is Pakistani Amer-
ican, speaks in Urdu rather than in Spanish when playing Cecile, a character originally 
created by Spanish actor Javier Marzan. (And if understudy Gabe CiFuentes goes on, 
we’ll go back to the Spanish!) The meta layers of reality and fiction create much of the 
humor, as we delight in seeing these three versatile performers scramble to take on a 
total of seventeen roles with no pauses for costume or scenic changes. 

My personal connection to this play is through the theater company I started in my
twenties —The Unusual Cabaret, in Bar Harbor, Maine. There, in the early 1990s, a
small group of actors and I created new comedies and musicals together—often ridic-
ulously zany and self-aware, as is The Hound of the Baskervilles. So, when Sue Dziura 
offered me the opportunity to direct this play at the Majestic, I was excited for the 
opportunity to connect with this youthful part of myself and to engage with this joyful 
script. 

Sometimes what we need from the theater is pure delight—and this play gives us just 
that!
